However, God showered His blessings in the
form of a kind decision of the AMRI management
who consented to perform the CABG surgery at a
cost he could manage to afford. After the  successful
surgery Barun Dey has returned home  with a smile
of gratitude.

When all doors close God opens a window
Moving experience of Cardiac patient Dilip Nag
Family’s only bread earner Dilip Nag (51) suffered
from a major heart problem. He approached
different hospitals where doctors advised bypass
surgery but  packages were beyond his reach. For
a patient of below poverty line, he found no door
open for his cure. But God did not turn a deaf ear
to his prayers. At AMRI  the management came
forward as his saviour. The management sanctioned
 the  bypass surgery at an unbelievably low cost
which was not even more than half of the total
package. After the successful surgery the patient
left AMRI with a grateful heart as he knew who
made the impossible possible for him to bring him
back to normal life.
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In January 2006, AMRI Hospitals
have introduced  a number of
benevolent  schemes   to assist  the
economically backward patients. The
schemes were launched by  Shahrukh
Khan, the Bollywood king  and
Mr. Buddhadeb Bhattacharya, the
Chief Minister of West Bengal when
they visited the new annexe of the
hospital. A provision of Rs. 1 crore
has been earmarked for specialized
t r e a t m e n t  f a c i l i t i e s  l i k e
cardiovascular  surgery,  cancer
treatment and  surgery, radio therapy,
EECP to name a few.

month.

n Free Radiotherapy will be provided
to 100 patients  which normally
costs Rs. 31,500 each.

n 20 cancer detection camps and 50
cancer awareness camps involving
a cost of Rs.5 lacs will be conducted
in 2006 in association with Cancer
Society of India.

n EECP,  no rma l ly  cha rged
Rs. 35,000/-, will be done at
 Rs. 5000/- on 100 patients this year.

n High value facilities like CT Scan,
MRI or dialysis will be offered at
government rates.

n One ambulance has been donated
to Cancer Society of India of which
the Governor of West Bengal is the
Honorary Patron.

n Neighbourhood Health Care Plan
offe r s  15% d i scoun t  on
investigations.

n 15% discount  for Senior Citizens
on OPD charges for patients
attaining the age  of sixty or more.

n Two cases of kidney transplant
surgery, have already been done
free of cost for under privileged
patients.

All these schemes are expected to bring
a new ray of hope to the patients who
lost  all hopes of availing proper
treatment.
